After	studying	in	Paris,	he	toured	extensively	as	a	concert	pianist	in	Latin	America
and	settled	in	New	York	City.	He	composed	for	silent	.lms	and	hosted	a	radio	program,	“The	Lure	of
the	Tropics.”	Much	of	his	music	was	inspired	by	the	folklore	of	indigenous	Americans	or	Africans	in
the	diaspora.
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
